FY2011 Performance Based Funding Process: Summary 
 
The FY2011 CBHTR grant awards were determined utilizing a performance based funding 
(PBF) process that reflected agency performance during the first three quarters of FY2010.   
Grantees were held accountable for four FY2010 performance measures:  
 

1. Grant Review and Progress Report: DBH Staff Score. 
2. Participation in Administering the Behavioral Health Consumer Survey.   
3. Data Completeness and Compliance: Percent compliance for completing the Alaska 

Screening Tool (AST) and Client Status Review (CSR). 
4. Client Status Review Findings: Percent of clients with improved or maintained condition 

as reflected by the “Summary of 11 Life Domains” CSR score.   
 
Performance thresholds and corresponding performance points were established for each PBF 
measure. A PBF net score was calculated for each grantee based on their performance points for 
all four measures. Attainment levels were then established for the PBF net score.  The highest 
possible PBF net score was 4.25 points; the lowest possible PBF net score was -2.85 points.  
Attainment levels were set at -1, 0, 1, 1.5, 2.0, 2.5, 3.0, 3.5, and 4.0.  Grantees were assigned an 
attainment level based on their PBF net score.  Grantees who achieved an attainment level of 2.5 
or higher were considered to be high performers and were awarded a funding increment.  
Grantees who achieved an attainment level of less than 2.5 were not subject to a PBF increment 
or decrement.  High performers received the following increments:

The eight grantees who participated in the Division’s AST/CSR Pilot Project were not held 
accountable for PBF measures #3 and #4 above.  For measures #3 and #4, these grantees were 
assigned PBF points associated with a high performance threshold.  All eight grantees had a PBF 
net score of 2.5 or higher and received an increment award.

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FY2010 Performance Measures  

The FY2011 CBHTR performance based funding process involved evaluating grantee 
performance during the first three quarters of FY2010.  Grantees were held accountable for four 
performance measures. These measures and their respective performance thresholds and points 
are described below.   See the performance tables in Attachment B. for a listing of grantees and 
their performance results.  Individual agency performance summary sheets are provided in 
Attachment C. 
  
1. Grant Review and Progress Report: DBH Staff Score.  DBH staff scored grantees on the 

following activities to determine an overall Staff Score for each grantee.   
  
• Did grantee participate in community planning on a quarterly basis? 
• Did grantee spend funds as approved in the grant agreement? 
• Did grantee submit all required reports (including narrative, AKAIMS, and cumulative 

fiscal reports) in a timely manner? 
• Did grantee submit complete quarterly reports? 
• Did the grantee use the Logic Model to make program improvements?

2. Participation in Administering the Behavioral Health Consumer Survey (BHCS).  DBH 
uses the BHCS to obtain information on client evaluation of care. This information is utilized 
by both DBH and grantees to help guide service delivery improvements.  Grantees are 
required to participate in administering the BHCS, including distributing the BHCS to clients 
and communicating to DBH the number of surveys distributed.  
 
Administer BHCS:  PBF Points 
 

 If the grantee did not distribute the BHCS, -0.50 Points were applied.  
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3. Data Completeness and Compliance.  Grantees are required to complete an Alaska 
Screening Tool (AST) and an intake Client Status Review (CSR)1 for each client as part of 
the pre-admission/admission process.  Thus, each client with an admission record should also 
have a completed AST and CSR1.  The “Data Completeness and Compliance” measure looks 
at the ratio of ASTs to admission records and the ratio of CSRs to admission records to 
calculate a percent compliance for completing ASTs and CSRs.

4. Client Status Review Findings.  DBH uses the CSR to monitor client functioning in major 

life domains over time. The CSR questions address 11 life domains.  Grantees are required to 
complete a CSR1 for clients at intake and periodically throughout treatment.  A client’s most 
recent CSR during the reporting period is compared to his/her intake CSR to indicate if there 
is improved/maintained condition for the “summary of 11 life domains.”  The “CSR 
Findings” measure looks at the percent of clients with improved/maintained condition (i.e., 
the CSR Score) for the “summary of 11 life domains.”

1 DBH policy does not require grantees to complete an intake, follow-up, or discharge CSR for clients 
receiving detoxification or psychiatric emergency services. 
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FY2010 Advisory Measures 
 
Three additional measures are being presented in an “advisory” capacity. Grantees are not being 
held accountable for these measures for the FY2011 PBF process; however, the Division intends 
to include them with new measures for the FY2012 PBF process. Although these reports need 
some additional refinement, the report results are being presented in Attachment B. to help 
grantees identify where there may be performance and/or data related issues that need to be 
addressed.   

 
1. Substance Abuse (SA) Residential Bed Utilization Rate.  This measure applies only to SA 

residential grantees; detox beds are excluded from this measure.  A SA residential bed 
utilization rate is calculated by dividing the grantee’s bed utilization days (i.e., the count of 
days between clients’ program enrollment date and disenrollment date) by the grantee’s bed 
capacity (i.e., the number of contracted bed days).   
 

2. Follow-Up Client Status Review (CSR) Completion Rate.  This measure looks at clients 
with an open case (case was open at any time during the selected time period) and calculates 
the proportion who were “due” at least one follow-up CSR within the selected time period 
and had at least one follow-up CSR completed.  Note: The count of clients "due" a follow-up 
CSR includes clients who are no longer receiving services but continue to have an open case 
(client may have stopped receiving services in prior year, but case is still open during 
selected time period).  Detox, Psych Emergency, and Waitlist only clients are excluded from 
this measure. 

 
3. Average Number of Services Per Client by Priority Population (SED, SMI, SUD).  This 

is a developmental measure focusing on priority clients who are eligible to receive more than 
one encounter.
